As you read the newspapers and listen to the reports on the New
York State budget, you can't help but be concerned about the
services delivered by agencies, like SASi, that are funded through
OPWDD. | believe your worries are appropriate and | hope you will
continue to follow this issue and let your legislators know your
opinion. | think you all know my thoughts since | have been sharing
them from the beginning of this budget crisis.

There is another side of this story that is founded in history and
offers some hope. New York State, OPWDD, our local DDSOs, and
SASi have always maintained a record of trying to provide the best
possible services. | can't comment on Albany (they usually don't call for my opinion), but
the Western New York DDSO is working very hard to continue services and protect our
individuals. They are insuring that we have current information, asking about the effects
being felt by programs, and brainstorming with us. The communication and sharing of
ideas that may be used has been very helpful. They have also provided opportunities for
some program growth when other regions have just stagnated in new development. Our
relationship with the Finger Lakes DDSO is also positive, but limited, because such a small
number of people attend our services from their geographic area. They have, however,
provided the maximum support available for the people that we do serve.

| believe we are fortunate to be in this region. SASi has made changes over the last year
and a half to reduce costs through efficiencies and attitude adjustments. We have asked
all of our staff to only ask for what they need, not what they want. We won't buy an
expensive item out of a professional catalog if a similar item is available through a
discount store, and we use items until they are worn out before we replace them. Our staff
have stepped up and our savings have been a great help as our program funding is
reduced. The working partnership that we have with the DDSOs and our actions provide a
good deal of hope for the near future.

With your
help, we will be here to provide the best services possible with the resources we are
provided.

New Day Hab Opens in Hamburg

In June 2010, a new day habilitation program opened at 3050 Abbott Road in Hamburg. This program was
developed for 16 individuals and includes both day hab and pre-vocational components. Article 16 clinic
services are also provided there. The building was originally a store, but it was easily converted to meet the

needs of the individuals attending the program. The
interior colors are warm and pleasant and the large
windows help make this site very peaceful and inviting.

The program is staffed by a Habilitation Specialist, who is
also an LPN, and three Program technicians. With vans
available at all times, the individuals can participate in
community outings as well as pre-vocational activities at
the West Seneca Workshop.

Another brand new day habilitation / pre-vocational
program has been approved by OPWDD and the building is
currently under construction in Eden. It is located right next
door to the Original Kazoo Company which is owned and
operated by SASi. This site, projected to be completed in
December 2010, will have 30 program participants. With
the close proximity to the Original Kazoo Company, it is
anticipated that many of the pre-vocational experiences
will take place there. Funding for this project was provided
by multiple sources including the SASi Foundation, the
Town of Eden, Erie County Block Grant and private
foundations. Once open, the Eden Day Hab program will be
SASi’s seventh day program location.
